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PURPOSE 
C74 
The purpose of this report is to consider eight submissions received following the exhibition 
of Amendment C74 to the Maroondah Planning Scheme and request the appointment of an 
Independent Panel and referral of the Amendment to the Panel.  Amendment C74 gives 
effect to the North West Residential Precinct Plan that applies to land in the Ringwood 
Central Activities Area. 
 
STRATEGIC / POLICY ISSUES 
 
The following directions contained within the Maroondah Council Plan provide the strategic 
framework that underpins the purpose and recommendations of this report: 
 

Urban Design and Development 
 

Strategic Objective ï óMaroondah will foster the development of distinct urban forms with a 
variety of land uses, building designs and house types that offer an attractive and safe 
environment, respect the municipalityôs diverse heritage and assist in enhancing the 
communityôs sense of placeô: 
 
1. Utilise good design in all development including safe-by-design principles and 

environmentally sustainable design to enhance the development of a sense of 
community through the integration of the built and natural environment. 

2. Develop and implement an urban form that recognises and incorporates the heritage, 
culture and neighbourhood character of Maroondah and builds on existing private and 
public infrastructure. 

3. Provide and maintain safe and usable open space including bushland, sports reserves, 
playgrounds and recreational areas. 

 
BACKGROUND   
 
The Ringwood Central Activities Area (CAA) was nominated by the Victorian Government as 
one of 6 CAAôs across metropolitan Melbourne.  CAAs are designated metropolitan and 
regional centres where housing and commercial development will take place, allowing 
Melbourne to move away from one centre (the Central Business District) to a number of 
centres. 
 
By way of background, Amendment C58 to the Maroondah Planning Scheme implemented 
the Ringwood Central Activities Area in December 2007 and introduced the Ringwood 
Transit City Urban Design Master Plan (August, 2004).  Itsô vision for Ringwood is to: 
 

óEstablish Ringwood as the primary mixed use hub in Melbourneôs outer east, boasting 
a vibrant and contemporary hilltop Town Centre with wholly integrated and sustainable 
retail, commercial, employment, leisure, civic and residential activities in a natural 
landscape setting connected through an advanced road and rail networkô. 

 
Amendment C74 introduces a planning and design framework into the Maroondah Planning 
Scheme that reflects the strategic objectives of the North West Residential Precinct Plan and 
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development of a key residential area, as a direct outcome of the adoption and 
implementation of the Ringwood Transit City Urban Design Master Plan (Amendment C58).   
 
In January 2008, Maroondah City Council in partnership with the Department of Planning 
and Community Development, commissioned the preparation of a precinct plan for the North 
West Residential Precinct, as designated by the Ringwood Transit City Urban Design Master 
Plan (2004). 
 
Known as the North West Residential Precinct Plan, this document identifies an area in the 
north west of the CAA for housing consolidation with a mix of dwelling types and sizes.  The 
Maroondah Planning Scheme currently encourages and provides for the development of 
multi-level, multi-occupancy apartment style residential buildings as the preferred built form 
in the Ringwood CAA.   
 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan draws from a number of supporting documents. 
These include: the Ringwood Town Centre Precinct Plans; Eastern Gateway Strategy; 
Ringwood Western Gateway Urban Design Review; Maroondah Urban Design Framework; 
Public Domain and Landscape Guidelines; Lighting Strategy; Mobility and Way-finding 
Signage Strategy; Ringwood Traffic Study; Department of Planning and Community 
Developmentós Safer by Design Guidelines; and the Ringwood Bicycle Plan.   
 
Council resolved to place the North West Residential Precinct Plan on exhibition from 15 
June 2009 to 7 August 2009.  No submissions were received following exhibition. 
 
Amendment C74 introduces a planning and design framework into the Maroondah Planning 
Scheme that reflects the strategic objectives of the North West Residential Precinct Plan and 
development of a key residential area as a direct outcome of the adoption and 
implementation of the Ringwood Transit City Urban Design Master Plan (Amendment C58).    
 
The North West Residential Precinct is one of a series of precinct areas within the Ringwood 
CAA requiring additional structure planning to stimulate appropriate development, ensure 
provision of necessary infrastructure and ensure development is undertaken complementary 
to the future development of the CAA. The Precinct Plan will also provide greater certainty in 
development outcomes for the local community and investors.   
 
The map below shows the North West Residential Precinct street network in context.  
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In order to achieve the 2030 Vision, ñRingwoodôs leafy, city living precinctò, the Plan 
identifies the following themes and objectives: 
 
Development potential 

Á Enable increased housing density and building heights in locations with convenient 
access to public transport and commercial areas. 

Á Create larger lot sizes through the consolidation of existing smaller lots. 

Á Fulfil the development potential of larger sites within the precinct while respecting the 
valued character of the precinct. 

Built form 

Á Create a coherent and attractive built from across the precinct.  

Á Ensure buildings are well articulated and innovatively designed. 

Á Provide certainty and clarity for developers and residents in terms of built form 
guidance and controls. 

Landscape and public realm 

Á Ensure the valued landscape character of the precinct is maintained. 

Á Create pleasant streetscapes with a high level of amenity. 

Á Investigate the need for new open spaces and ways to enhance the existing open 
space associated with the Mullum Mullum Creek. 

Á Enhance sense of place in the precinct through public realm works. 

Access and parking 

Á Improve pedestrian, cyclist and vehicular access to and within the precinct. 

Á Ensure an appropriate amount of parking is provided on-site in new developments and 
improve access to on-street parking. 

Safety and amenity 

Á Create safe spaces, both in the public and private domain. 

Á Retain and improve residential amenity in the precinct. 

Ecologically sustainable development 

Á Encourage new development to adopt ecologically sustainable development (ESD) 
principles. 

Á Redesign streetscapes to incorporate Water Sensitive Urban Design (WSUD) 
principles. 

Community development 

Á Facilitate a sense of community in the precinct. 
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ISSUE / DISCUSSION 
 
Amendment C74 was placed on public exhibition from 26 May 2011 to 27 June, 2011.  
Owners and occupiers of all dwellings in the precinct (see Map 2) were notified of the 
Amendment. 
 
Whilst some submissions express general support for the Amendment, all raise objections 
about specific matters. 
 
Council is required to consider the submissions received and determine the future direction 
of the Amendment. Appendix 1 (refer pages 14 to 15)  provides a summary of the 
submissions, while Appendix 2 (refer pages 16 to 21) is a copy of the proposed revised 
Amendment documentation.  
 
Eight written submissions were received.  Whilst some submissions expressed overall 
support, all objected to various aspects of the North West Residential Precinct Plan. 
 
Objections raised by submitters related to issues of: 
 

 Built Form, design and density; 

 Access, traffic and parking; 

 Amenity. 
 
A summary of submissions is included in Appendix 1 on pages 14 to 15.  A description of 
objections raised by submitters and officer responses is found below: 
 
Issue ï Built Form, Design and Density   

Objections included: 

 A disconnect between lot size and height applied ñprescriptively by Councilò;  

 The requirement for consolidated lots of 1,500sqm where average lot sizes are 700 ï 
800sqm (ie smaller consolidated lots would be more logical to consolidate to 
1,400sqm);  

 The difficulty of consolidating lots in the precinct overall with associated time lags in 
developing the precinct;  

 Concerns about the design and height of buildings;  

 Existing housing stock being óhemmed inô;  

 A perception that the consolidation of lots will discourage investment and promote 
increasing land values as owners of multiple abutting properties hold out for higher 
prices.   

 A view that lot sizes should not be connected to building height with respect to the 
proposed Design and Development Overlay 3 (DDO3) and Local Planning Policy 
Framework.  This additional perceived disconnect between lot size and height was 
argued as being contrary to Melbourne 2030 and Melbourne@5 Million, (ie seeking to 
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increase densities in Central Activities Areas conditionally and therefore against the 
intention of overarching State Planning Policy). 

Officer Response  

The Precinct Plan provides built form guidance in terms of urban design, landscaping, 
environmentally sustainable development, design advice, and statutory recommendations for 
implementation.  The Plan specifically addresses development potential and built form in 
various themes.   

Theme 2, óCharacter and Built Formô, responds to this topic in detail.  The Ringwood Transit 
City Urban Design Master Plan (2004) specifies building heights of three to four storeys in 
areas of the precinct closer to shops, public transport and services, and heights of two to 
three storeys further away. 

The Ringwood Central Activities Area was categorised as a Transit City under Melbourne 
2030 and as a CAA under Melbourne @ 5 Million.  The North West Residential Precinct 
forms the north-western corner of the CAA.  To achieve orderly planning outcomes, as well 
as a realistic vision that can be fulfilled by builders and developers, the consolidation of lots 
within the precinct will fulfil the strategic intent for CAAôs.  Larger lot sizes will help to 
facilitate development of multi-level apartment style buildings, especially closer to key 
commercial activities.  

The North West Residential Precinct Plan Implementation Manual Volume 2 includes 
óDesign Guidelinesô and óStreetscape and Building Interface Typologiesô that address specific 
design elements with design objectives.  Accordingly issues of density, built form and 
streetscape are responded to in contextual typologies. 

For the area of Bond Street, following officer review, and in light of submissions received, the 
following is recommended: 

Height Review on Bond Street West 

With reference to Bond Street, the issue was raised as to whether 5 storeys should be 
allowed at the western end of the north side.  It was determined that type 3/DDO3-H allow 
for development of up to 5 storeys consistent with abutting residential areas.  

Lot Size Review, Lot Consolidation on Bond Street 

Following officer review, and in light of submissions received, it was raised why same built 
form controls were not used along Bond Street as those proposed for other areas of the 
precinct (ie potential for higher buildings on smaller lots and overdevelopment occurring and 
overriding ResCode).  The current study suggests: 

 3 storeys Lot Size Above 1,500m2 

 4 storeys Lot Size Above 2,500m2 

 5 storeys Lot Size Above 3,000m2   

An officer review of the lot/height controls for Type 3 and Type 4 considered issues of 
overdevelopment potential and poor design outcomes.  As a consequence, the following 
revised controls are recommended: 

Type / DDO Area Maximum Building Height 

Type 3 (Bond St East Residential) / DDO3-H 
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 Lot Size Above 1,500m2: 11.0m (3 storeys) 

 Lot Size Above 2,500m2: 14.5m (4 storeys) 

 Lot Size Above 3,000m2: 18.0m (5 storeys)* 
 
Type 4 (Bond St West Residential) / DDO3-I 

 Lot Size Above 1,500m2: 11.0m (3 storeys) 

 Lot Size Above 2,500m2: 14.5m (4 storeys) 

 Lot Size Above 3,000m2: 21.5m (6 storeys) 

 
ResCode Side Setbacks for Buildings above 9 metres 
Upon officer review, and in light of submissions received, an issue raised was whether 
ResCode standards should be used for side setbacks along Bond Street.  It is recommended 
that ResCode side setbacks be relaxed provided that the amenity of the proposed 
development and adjoining residential properties is protected.  
 
Rear Setbacks for Ringwood Street Properties 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan recommends ResCode-type rear setback 
standards should be incorporated into the Design and Development Overlay (DDO).  This 
was recommended to safeguard the amenity of the adjacent residential areas. The Plan also 
notes that reduced setbacks may be allowed provided that all other requirements are met.  
Following officer review, it is recommended that applying an equivalent of the ResCode 
standard would be regarded as too onerous. 
 
Issue ï Access, Traffic and Parking 
Objections were raised relating to perceived inadequate parking for anticipated increased 
densities, high volumes of cars around the precinct, inadequate and compromised vehicular 
access into the precinct and inadequate pedestrian access and safety with respect to 
children, cyclists, the elderly and the disabled.   
 
Officer Response 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan specifically addresses access and parking in its 
thematic categories.  The Precinct Plan acknowledges: 
 
(a) ñBased on the siting and built form controls proposed by the plan, housing capacity 

estimates have been prepared for the precinct, providing an idea of how many 
dwellings could be constructed in the precinct under a maximum build-out scenario. 

 
(b) OôBrien Traffic has indicated that under this scenario, with additional development in 

other locations throughout the Central Activities Area, there may be constraints on the 
network during the afternoon peak.  Anticipated capacity constraints include some right 
turns out of the precinct, as well as intersections at three other locations outside the 
precinct. These are however predominantly caused by the growth of traffic across the 
Central Activities Area and the intensification of the precinct is subsidiary to this 
anticipated situationò. 
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Overall, the Plan notes that the capacity of the road network is likely to experience some 
constraints in the afternoon peak; however these will be due to development across the 
Central Activities Area and should be resolved in Central Activities Area wide improvements 
to the network. 
 
Issue - Amenity 
Objections were raised concerning loss of public spaces, unkempt gardens, vegetation loss, 
diminished tree canopy, lower light, privacy, safety, excess rubbish, litter, lower air quality, 
loss of views into trees and spaces, safety for children and even the óghetto-isationô of the 
area. 
 
Officer Response 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan specifically addresses amenity through a themed 
approach.  Theme 5 considers the existing standard of residential amenity and specifically 
how to use urban design to improve the safety of the Precinct and deter criminal activity, 
whilst retaining and improving residential amenity.   
 
The Plan states that the traditional low-density, low scale dwellings set within gardens has 
afforded residents with a high level of amenity in the past in terms of visual and acoustic 
privacy and solar access. Increases in density will require greater consideration of residential 
amenity. 
 
These issues are addressed as follows: 
 

 By applying specific principles to the design of open spaces and new developments; 

 Encouraging building designs that provide pleasant living spaces that have minimal 
impact on surrounding dwellings; 

 Encouraging builders and developers to take into account considerations related to 
visual privacy, solar access and acoustic amenity; 

 Alleviating the existing rubbish collection issues in the Precinct through the preparation 
of a waste management plan; 

 Implementing a requirement for developments over a certain number of dwellings to 
organise private garbage collections; 

 Ensuring waste storage areas are considered in the design of new development.   

The role of the Panel will be to review all submissions and make recommendations to 
Council. All submitters will have the opportunity to present to the Panel. Following receipt of 
the Panel report, the Amendment will again be presented to Council for adoption, prior to 
being sent to the Minister for Planning for final approval. 
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FINANCIAL / ECONOMIC ISSUES 
 
The costs associated with the implementation of the North West Residential Precinct Plan 
into the Maroondah Planning Scheme will be met through Councilôs existing budget. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL / AMENITY ISSUES 
 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan encourages environmentally sustainable 
development.  The Plan promotes higher densities within the CAA, encourages good design, 
respects the sensitive nature of Mullum Mullum Creek and encourages high levels of public 
and private amenity.  The Plan supports high levels of walkability and promotes more people 
having good access to public transport, shops and recreational activities. 
 
SOCIAL / COMMUNITY ISSUES 
 
The North West Residential Precinct Plan provides an opportunity to ensure the future 
development of the area will provide a high level of public amenity and social cohesion as 
part of the Ringwood Central Activities Area.  
 
COMMUNITY CONSULTATION  
 
Amendment C74 was placed on exhibition from 26 May to 27 June, 2011 in accordance with 
the Planning and Environment Act 1987.  In addition, public comment on the Precinct Plan 
had been sought prior to formal exhibition.  
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The Ringwood North West Residential Precinct Plan builds on the State Planning Policy 
Framework, the Local Planning Policy Framework and the Ringwood Transit City Master 
Plan.  The Plan addresses the future aspirations of the community and provides a sound 
framework for future sustainable residential development.  
 
In light of submissions received on Amendment C74 and Councilôs subsequent review of the 
proposed planning controls, it is appropriate for Council to request the Minister for Planning 
to appoint an Independent Panel to consider Amendment C74.

BACKGROUND 
 
A title boundary survey established that the owner of 6 Lyric Court, Warranwood has 
enclosed about 62 square metres (38%) of the abutting Council reserve with their property.  
 
An inground swimming pool constructed in late 2008 encroaches the reserve by about 750 
mm and its retaining wall by up to 1.49 metres. A private building surveyor oversaw the 
building permit conditions. The paling ñboundaryò fence is from 1.09 metres up to 2.58 
metres inside Councilôs land.  
 
The residence at 6 Lyric Court was constructed in 1992 and the present owners, Mr Q and 
Mrs J Humm, purchased the property in June 2001. 
 
Refer to the plans and aerial photograph at Annexures 1 to 3 on Pages 47 to 49. 
 
ISSUE / DISCUSSION 
 
Councilôs land is described in certificate of title Volume 10021 Folio 807 as Reserve No.3 in 
plan of subdivision No.301519E and has been in Councilôs proprietorship since June 1991. 
The reserve is in the ñResidential 1ò Zone and comprises 164 square metres. 
 
Westlink Consulting have appraised the market value of the land as $31,800 (plus GST). 
 
The Assembly of Councillors held on 19 September 2011, considered the matter and 
decided the reserve be offered for sale to Mr and Mrs Humm. 
 
In response to the offer to sell them the land for market value plus Councilôs costs, estimated 
at around $14,000, Mr and Mrs Humm responded on 4 November 2011 that they are 
prepared to purchase the land.

At its meeting held on 15 August 2011, Council resolved to give public notice pursuant to 
Section 189 of the Local Government Act 1989 and Councilôs policy on Consultation 
Procedures for Statutory Notification, of its proposal to sell that part of the reserve at 27 
Baringa Road, Croydon North that has been enclosed by the abutting owner at 10 Elana 
Court, Croydon North. 
 
Refer to the plan and aerial photograph at Annexures 1 and 2 on Pages 52 and 53. 
 
A notice publicising Councilôs resolution was published in ñThe Ageò newspaper on Tuesday, 
20 September 2011.  
 
Notices were displayed at Councilôs 3 customer service centres and the 2 libraries and 
letters of notification were sent to the 26 property owners within a 100 metre radius of the 
land. 
 
The notice period for submissions closed on Tuesday, 18 October 2011. 
 
Only one (1) written submission was received with regard to the notices and they did not 
wish to be heard.  
 
ISSUE / DISCUSSION 
 
Although the person has no objection to the proposed sale, various maintenance issues 
relating to Councilôs management of the reserve were raised and are being dealt with by 
Councilôs Manager Operations. 
 
COMMUNITY CONSULTATION 
 
Council has complied with both the statutory requirements and Council policy on Procedures 
for Statutory Notification for the sale of Council land.
