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COMMUNITY CONSULTATION FOR THE  
RINGWOOD AQUATIC CENTRE REDEVELOPMENT 

 
 

Council at its meeting on Monday 28 March resolved that four options for the future of 

Ringwood Aquatic Centre be placed on public exhibition commencing Friday 1 April 2011.  

 

The four options being considered are: 

 

Option one: Refurbishment Model 
Refurbish the current indoor facilities at the Ringwood Aquatic Centre, demolish the existing 

outdoor pools and build new dry leisure facilities. 

 
Option two: Consolidation Model 
Upgrade the Croydon Leisure and Aquatic Centre to a regional facility status by extending 

the indoor 25 metre pool to 50 metres to accommodate a new diving facility; build a new 

outdoor 50 metre pool; upgrade the dry leisure facilities; and demolish the Ringwood Aquatic 

Centre and the Croydon Memorial Pool. 

 
Option three: District Model 
Demolish the existing Ringwood Aquatic Centre and construct an all new aquatic and leisure 

facility including gymnasium. This option could be undertaken as one continuous stage or as 

a two stage process.  

A two stage process would see construction of new aquatic facilities only as stage one, and 

stage two would see the construction at a later date of new dry leisure facilities. 

 
Option four: Renovate and upgrade the existing Ringwood Aquatic Centre 
This option involves renovating the current elements of the existing Ringwood Aquatic 

Centre. 

 

All of the above options will require closure of the Ringwood Aquatic Centre for the duration 

of the construction period.
