favourite place. Maybe you both 
love the same place?
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1	 What would you like to wear for the photo? 

2	 You can opt for bright colours to add a 
vibrant touch or put on your favourite 
outfit to express your personality.

3	 Is it a portrait of a family member or are 
you showing us your favourite hobby?

4	Would you like to bring a prop? For 
example: a ball, a light sabre, a soft toy or a 
scooter? Props can add an extra element 
of fun and creativity to your photos.

5	 How will you pose — will you jump, sit, 
stand, or look at or away from the camera? 
Get creative and have fun with your poses!

6	Think about the time of day you’d like 
to take the photo. Early morning or late 
afternoon can offer beautiful lighting 
conditions for outdoor shots. Maybe add 
a magical touch by taking your photo at 
night using a torch or standing under a 
streetlight. 

7	Most importantly, have fun and let your 
imagination soar as you capture precious 
moments with your loved ones.
