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Registration
Registration is compulsory in Victoria for all dogs and cats over 3 months of age. New and existing pet registrations must be renewed by 10 April each year. 
It’s important to notify us if you move house or change contact details, as this helps to reunite you with your lost pet. Your pet’s registration tag stays on your pet’s collar for life. Replacement tags are available for free upon payment of registration. You can let us know if you have left the municipality so that you don’t receive follow up notices about registration renewal.

Reduced fees
Reduced fee registration is available for pet dogs and cats that are desexed, and/or, over 10 years old, and/or part of a Domestic Animal Business. Reduced fee registration is also applicable if you hold a current pension concession card, or are a member of one of the below organisations (proof must be provided):
· Australian National Cats Inc (ANCATS)
· Dogs Victoria
· Master Dog Breeders and Associates (MDBA)
· Feline Control Council (Victoria)
· The Governing Council of the Cat Fancy Australia and Victoria Inc
· Responsible Pet Breeders Australia (RPBA)

If your dog or cat is less than 6 months old and is not desexed, a reduced rate applies. For the reduced rate to apply in future years you will need to get your pet desexed and provide the desexing certificate to Council prior to 10 April. If no certificate is received, then registration renewal will be at the full fee.

Responsible pet ownership
Your registration fee includes a compulsory State Government Levy that helps to fund responsible pet ownership education programs in the community.
Your registration fee helps Council to:

· Provide responsible pet education to our community
· Manage over 20,000 registered dogs and cats
· Investigate complaints and provide assistance with animal enquiries
· Inspect Domestic Animal Businesses
· Provide emergency after-hours services

Restricted Breeds*
All dogs fitting the standard, except where exemptions are given by the standard, are considered Restricted Breed Dogs. Any restricted breed dog MUST be declared. This includes Pit Bull Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier, Fila Brasileiro, Dogo Argentino, Japanese Tosa, and Perro De Canario or Presa Canario. For more information visit agriculture.vic.gov.au
